The SCCAA Head Start program operates four locations in the cities of Canton, 

Massillon, and Alliance.  All four sites have a 5-Star Step Up to Quality rating.  

Additionally, children are served through childcare partnerships throughout Stark

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A primary goal of the Head Start program is to prepare children for a successful 

transition to kindergarten, as well as to develop a foundation for future school 

success.  The program provides the following transition activities for children: 

• Classroom activities 

• Kindergarten information sessions at the centers 

• Information on kindergarten registration dates 

• Stark County Transition Skills Summary (TSS) 

The program participates in the Stark County Transition Skills Summary (TSS). The 

(TSS) aligns with the expectations of the receiving schools in Stark County. TSS is a 

collaborative project in Stark County that increases the connection between 

preschools and kindergarten programs. The TSS is an online observation tool used 

to capture a child’s progress in five developmental areas using 47 key 

developmental skills. The TSS provides program and county-wide data to help with 

program planning and to guide teacher professional development . The TSS also 

provides an individual parent report for each child on ways to help build skills for 

kindergarten. 
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At Head Start, we support our families as the primary teachers of their children.  

We also encourage families to engage in the program as a way to support their 

family goals.
